Dear Mr. Farnsworth,
I’m preparing for the “Riddle” well tracer test and as I mentioned to you a while back it would be useful to place a charcoal packet into your toilet tank to measure “up flow” or background groundwater.  If you could place this packet into your toilet tank and note the date that would be great.  Make sure it doesn’t float around enough to get caught in the mechanism and you can lay the string up and over the lip of the tank with maybe a nut on it for weight if you wish.  You can also place a small weight on the charcoal packet too to help hold it down.  Make sure you don’t have any chlorine tablets in the tank.  Then I’ll stop by in a couple of weeks to retrieve it and provide a replacement packet.
