Dear Mr. Farnsworth,
I spoke with you and your wife a while back about a groundwater tracer test and wanted to follow up with sending you some background information about dye tracing.  I also included a charcoal packet and a CD.  The charcoal packet is deployed in springs or a household toilet tank and it absorbs dye if dye passes by the packet.  

I about 2 months we plan to start a test in Len Riddles well as I noted and the flow path will be towards the Gorge but I wanted to ask you if you would allow me to place one of these charcoal packets in your toilet tank during this test just for monitoring the upgradient or up flow path for background data.  It is simple and non-intrusive; a packet is simply secured in the tank and left there for about a month then retrieved and replaced with a new packet.  The retrieved packet is then taken back to the lab and analyzed for presence or absence of dye.  I would expect this to occur about 3 times over about 3 month time period.
