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Involvement a necessity to
advert Basin 33&34 inclusion

There have been several meet-
ings held in the past 6 weeks con-
cerning the Big & Little Lost Rivers’
inclusion in the Eastern Snake Plain
Aquifer and as a result becoming
subject to a potential water call by
watct intcrests in the Twin Falls area,
Currently, we are not considered by
the Idaho Department of Water Re-
sources to be involved in the bound-
aries of the ESPA, but. a petition
filed by Clear Springs Foods, Inc,
is asking IDWR to change the cxist-
ing ESPA boundary to include all of
the area that is used in the Enhanced
Snake Plain Aquifer Model Final
Report dated Tuly 2006, Idaho Water
Resources Rescarch Institute Tech-
nical Report 06-002.

Since the days of the Swan Falls
“controversy” and the resulting
Snake Rivet Bagin Adjudication, the
water users of the Big Lost River,
(I cannot speak for the Littlc Lost)
have been assured by IDWR that,
“the Big Lost will never be included
in the A-line”, (another name for the
ESPA). Because of these assurances
(of coursc there is nothing in writing
that 1 can find), we have never rc-

ally paid atiention 1o the above men-
tioned Enhanced Snake Plain Aqui-
fer Model. As a matter of fact, until
recently, I believe, nearly everyone
in Basin 34 was unaware that we
were even included in this model, 1
know I didn’t, The boundary of this
model is where the Clear Springs pe-
tition is asking IDWR to move the
Eastern Snake Plain Aquifer bound-
ary, putting the Big & Little Lost in-
side the A-line.

This iz not a “done deal™ yet.
IDWR is now accepting comments
on why or why ot Basins 33 & 34
should be included in the ESPA. It
{s very imporiant that we commont
on this matter. Commont forms are
available at the Watermaster's office
in Mackay, or from some members
of the Basin 34 advisory commit-
tee. Please get one and comment o
IDWR by May 31st. You may also
want to send a copy of your com-
ments 10 your congressman. We do
not want to go down without a fight
in this matter.
